· Or the applicant’s only place of work during the whole of the twelve months preceding the relevant date is in the parish.  
· The applicant must not be debarred from standing as a Councillor.

Co-option to the aforesaid Council will be voted for by the present sitting number of Councillors. 
Applications should be made in writing to the Clerk by Friday 26th August 2022 and should include:

· Information about themselves

· Why they are interested in becoming a Parish Councillor

· How they can contribute to the work of the Parish Council.

· Written confirmation that they are not disqualified from becoming a parish councillor on any of the following grounds: 
· Holds a paid office with the Council (within 1 year) 

· Subject to bankruptcy regulations

· Within 5 years had a custodial sentence

· Convicted of corrupt or illegal practices

· Convicted for failure to register or declare disclosable interest, Localism Act 2011
